“Do you look after someone?”

Carers UK estimate that there are around 6.5 million carers in the UK, meaning carers repre-
sent 10% of the UK population. This includes around 700,000 young carers (aged 17 or below).

Did you know?

That 1.2 million carers spend over 50 hours caring for others, this equates to a full time work-
force larger than the entire NHS. Carers are estimated to save the UK economy £119 billion a
year in care costs, more than the entire NHS budget and equivalent to £18,473 per year for eve-
ry carer in the UK.

What is a carer?

A carer is a person of any age (including children) who provides unpaid support to a partner,
relative, friend or neighbor who couldn’t cope without their help. This could be due to old
age, frailty, disability, a serious health condition, mental ill health or substance misuse. Par-
ents of children who are disabled or who have a serious health condition are also considered
to be carers.

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Young Carers

Young carers are any children and young adults performing an informal caring
arrangement for a family member. They may well be ‘hidden’, unpaid and under
the age of sixteen. It is estimated that up to one in five secondary school pupils
provides some level of care for a parent or sibling (NHSE June 2019).

What might a young carer do?

Practical tasks, such as cooking, housework and shopping.

e  Physical care, such as helping someone out of bed.

e Emotional support, such as talking to someone who is distressed.
e  Personal care, such as helping someone dress.

e Managing the family budget and collecting prescriptions.

e Helping to give medicine.

e Helping someone communicate.

e Looking after brothers and sisters.
